THIS IS A MONTHLY COORDINATED TEST OF THE BROADCAST STATIONS AND CABLE SYSTEMS IN YOUR AREA.  EQUIPMENT THAT CAN QUICKLY WARN YOU DURING EMERGENCIES IS BEING TESTED.  IF THIS HAD BEEN AN ACTUAL EMERGENCY SUCH AS (insert types of emergencies likely to occur in your area) OFFICIAL MESSAGES WOULD HAVE FOLLOWED THE ALERT TONE. THIS CONCLUDES THIS TEST OF THE EMERGENCY ALERT SYSTEM.
